Malcolm attended the state meet on the 21st
and 22nd of May and ended up with one medal-
ist, Nate Sindelar in the discuss. Four seniors
finished their career at Malcolm by going to state
and competed to the best of their ability on that
day. AlexRybakin the shotended up 14thwith
a throw of 47°.25”, Nate Sindelar in the discuss,
finishing 8th with a throw of 135’8”, Jacob Bolte
lead the 4 X 800 which ran their second best
time of the year, 8:35.4 and finished 13th. The
rest of the relay was Austin Kester, Ryan Larson
and KellanWillet. Emily Lostroh qualified in the
pole vault and went 8’6" on that windy Saturday afternoon allowing
her to finish tied for 14th. The two other under classmen who went to
the meet and will have a chance to go back again next year were
Adam Aschenbrenner in the discus, 128’7” and Ryan Larson in the
1600, 5:05.5. Malcolm track had a good year and we are looking
forward to next year already with several track athletes headed to
camps to improve on their skill and start the preparation.
